Federal jury pool in Detroit
discriminates against blacks

FKJ&G filed a federal habeas petition

on behalf of a former Detroit city
councilman claiming that African-Ameri-
cans are systematically underrepresented
in jury pools and that his indictment and
trial were unconstitutional.

The habeas petition for Alonzo Bates
says Wayne County should account for 39
percent of the jury pool, but instead is
“markedly and substantially underrepre-
sented” with only 28 percent. African-
Americans comprise 22 percent of the nine
counties that feed the jury pool, but they
make up only 9 percent of the jury wheel
for federal trials.

The Fieger firm began researching the
problem while Geoffrey was being tried in
federal court in the Eastern District of
Michigan. The petition has far-reaching
implications, with the potential to under-
mine virtually all indictments and jury ver-
dicts from this court.

$15 Million victory for
brain damaged boy

The Fieger Firm recently won a $15
million verdict on behalf of an 11-
year-old boy who suffered severe brain
damage when he was struck by a Detroit
city vehicle on Easter Sunday, 2005.

FFKJ&G Attorney Jeffrey Danzig said
Dallas Tyus was crossing McNichols to get
an Easter basket when he was hit by a
civilian employee of the Detroit Police
Department. Tyus spent a month in a coma
and had to undergo 18 separate surgeries.

The jury ruled in favor of young Tyus in
December, 2008.

Firm recreates legendary restaurant
in staff cafe

hen employees eat lunch at the Fieger Firm, they feel
like they’re in the setting of a fine restaurant.

In fact, they are.

The cafeteria is an exact recreation of The Golden Mush-
room, a legendary Southfield restaurant that shut its doors in
2002,

The closing coincided with construction of the firm’s addition,
and Geoffrey Fieger purchased the restaurant’s cabinetry,
booths and chairs and had them refurbished and installed in
the firm’s cafe.

Most importantly, he preserved The Golden Mushroom bar,
which is signed by hundreds of notable people who dined at
the restaurant during its 28-year reign.

Their names are engraved on metal plaques embedded in
the bar’s surface. The signatures represent nearly three
decades of local history, including visits by jazz great Earl
Klugh, entertainer Soupy Sales, and Detroit Tiger Darrell Evans.

Many of the plaques are worn illegible by years of elbows at
the bar.

Geoffrey’s father, Bernard, was a frequent patron of The
Golden Mushroom and Geoffrey continued the tradition.
Located near the Fieger Firm down 10 Mile Road, the restau-
rant was the perfect place to meet clients, family and friends.

1 %2 quarts chicken stock
Salt and pepper

In a large sauce pot, caramelize onions slowly in olive oil over medium
heat until the onions turn dark golden brown. Add the garlic, continue to
cook, stirring the onion and garlic for 1 minute. Add the dry mustard, stir.
Add the beer. Reduce the beer mixture in half, add the chicken stock,
and reduce by 25 percent. Season with salt and pepper to taste, serve.
